(hereinafter referred to as “the Sides”);

Have reached the following arrangement:

Paragraph 1

Cooperation between the Sides will be carried out in the following areas:

(a) statistical planning and administration (statistical standards, statistical
coordination, field sampling, survey methodologies, etc.);

(b) economic statistics (industrial statistics, service industry statistics,
business cycle analysis, e-commerce, etc.);

(c) social and population statistics (population and housing censuses, vital
statistics, labor statistics, social statistics, agricultural statistics, etc.); and

(d) management of statistical information (data processing, database design,
data dissemination, etc.).

Paragraph 2

1.  Cooperative activities under this Arrangement may include:

(a) the exchange of visits of personnel of the Sides and trainees in the field of
statistics;

(b) the exchange of statistical publications, bibliographical materials and
research papers;

(c) the mutual dispatch of experts and scientists for statistical research and
participation in symposia, conferences, seminars, and other statistical
meetings.



2. The details of the exchange of visits or the mutual dispatch referred in
subparagraph 1 (a) and (c) will be jointly agreed upon by the Sides.

3. The expenses of sending personnel, trainees, experts and scientists will be
borne by the sending Side.

4. The Sides will exert themselves to the utmost to ensure the advantageous
cooperation by seeking supports from the international cooperation
organizations.

Paragraph 3

This Arrangement will come into effect on the date of signature and will
remain in effect for a period of four (4) years. It will be extended automatically
for another period of four (4) years, unless either Side notifies the other in
writing, at least six (6) months before the expiry of this Arrangement, of its
intention to terminate it.
