OF THE MEETING OF THE INCOMING AND OUTGOING COUNCIL
OF THE INTERNATIONAL STATISTICAL INSTITUTE
held Thursday Sept. 2, 1993
in Florence, ltaly

INTRODUCTORY MATTERS
(1) The list of participants is attached as Annex | to these Minutes.

(2) The agenda of the meeting, that was adopted on the basis of the provisional agenda with some

modifications, is attached as Annex 1l to these Minutes.

(3) The Director of the Permanent Office introduced the members of the Japanese delegation visiting

the ISI Session.

LOCATION OF FUTURE SESSIONS

(4) Chairman F. Mosteller described the offers to host an ISI Session that had been received from
Finland and Korea. C. Heyde indicated that Australia might be interested in hosting the Session in 2001.
G. Kulldorff announced that potential offers from Cameroon and Mauritania were anticipated. Prof.
Kulldorff indicated that he would welcome a Session taking place in Sub-Saharan Africa. The Director
announced that he had been approached by a representative of Cameroon who has expressed an
interest in organizing a Session there. Incoming President J. Ghosh indicated that he had been
contacted by a representative from Kenya who was also interested in organizing a future Session. N.
Keiding proposed that the Council vote on the preferred locations tfor future Sessions. J.C. Lee asked
if the results of the vote were to be considered tinal. The Chairman indicated that there was to be no
final determination. Dr. Lee indicated that Korea could withdraw from its submission for a Session in
1939 and re-submit an invitation to host the 2001 Session. Dr. Keiding indicated that he would yield to
the Chairman’s decision on the matter. The Chairman indicated that no vote would be taken. O.
Barndorff-Nielsen asked why Australia was especially interested in hosting the Session in 2001. C.

Hedye indicated that Australia would celebrate its centenary in 2001.

FINANCIAL MATTERS
(5) B. Bailar elaborated upon the Report of the Member Auditors. She indicated that the auditors were
gene(ally pleased with the improvements that had taken place during the last two years. She indicated
that in the future. charges for publications shouid be related to the amount of work being done on the
respective publication. She anticipated that the new Chart of Accounts would better define the
methodology of determining charges. Dr. Bailar indicated that the guditors were pleased with the
present investment palicy. The Chairman expressed his gratitude for the efforts of the Member Auditcis.
The joint Council unanimously supported the Chairman in thanking the Member Auditors for their work.
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(6) The Director indicated that although the ISI had experienced significant improvements with regards
to its financial health, financial prudence should be continued in the forthcoming years. In particular,
new initiatives need to be considered in the light of their financial implications. J. Duncan pointed out
that the 1SI benefited a great deal from the financial support provided by the organizers of the Florence
Session. He indicated that the Manual for the Organization of ISI Sessions was revised to indicate that
the costs related to the Session be assumed by the host country. Dr. Duncan pointed out that, as the
ISI reduced its activities, overhead costs (on a percentage basis) would increase. He stressed that
questions relating to dues and membership presented longstanding problems that required attention.
Dr. Duncan pointed out that although the improvement in the last two years was positive. continued
effort would have to be made to locate new sources of revenue. M. Sicron asked about the relationship
between the ISI and Section financial accounts. J. Duncan explained that the ISl and Section accounts
were completely separate. J. Duncan provided hackground information on the financial relationship
between the Permanent Office and the Sessions, indicating that an additional “line" had been inserted

in the Chart of Accounts representing the Florence Session. This practice would be continued for future

Sessions.

COMMITTEE MEMBERSHIP

(7) F. Mosteller turned the Chairmanship of the meeting over to J. Ghosh. The new Chairman indicated
that a new Programme Committee Chair would have to be elected and that N. Keiding and P, Embrechts
were mentioned as possible candidates lor this rote. N. Keicling indicated that he was considering the
“offer. With regard to the future Programme Coorclinating Committee. G. Kulldorft suggested that an
effort be made to obtain geographic balance in order to avoid a situation in which Section

representatives come from the same country.

(8) The Chairman informed the gathering that new members woulc have to be located for the Elections
Committee. D. Berze indicated that five people would re-serve a second term in this Committee and that
two additional members, O. Boateng and R.P. Mentz were aireacly approved by Council. Four
candidates were suggested for the remaining two positions: M.-J. Laurent-Duhamel, J.C. Lee, Y. Miura
and N. Keiding. Y. Escoufier supported M.-J. Laurent-Duhamel’s candidacy. Y. Escoufier suggested that
the Executive Committee and Council be invited to submit names for such Committee positions in
advance of meelings. The Chairman supponed this suggestion. V.J. Nair suggested that the Permanent
Office prepare and distribute hackground aboul the Committees of the ISI. The Director responded that
4th|s will done. G. Kalton suggested such background notes include a complete listing of Committees

indicating what actions the Council was requirec to make.

(9) The Chairman indicated that new members for the Publications Committee were required and
indicated that R. Pyke and W. Eddy had been suggested as possible Commitiee adlditions. N.C. Lauro
suggested that H.P. Caussinus be added to the Committee to represent the IASE. G. Kulldorff pointed
out that lhe. IASC already had a Section representative in E. Wegman. N. Keiding supported the
candidacy of R. Pyke. B. Bailar maintained that the Publications Committee should look ahead to the
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technalogical changes that would occur in the future. and suggested that W. Eddy, who had specific
knowledge of such matters. be added to the Committee. N. Keiding supported B. Bailar's suggestion.
V.J. Nair asked if the Editors of ISl Publications were members of the Publications Committee. The
Chairman explained that they were Consultative members of the Committee. D. Berze pointed out that
A. Hawking had served the required tour years on the Publications Committee. D. Moore proposed that,
as A. Hawkins had represented the IASE for two years and the IS Statistical Education Committee for
two years, thal she be allowed to remain on the Committee for a funher two years. The gathering
supported this proposal. The gathering supported the nominations of W. Eddy and R. Pyke to the

Publications Committee.

(10) The Chairman inclicated that a new Jury for the Young Stalisticians Competition would have to be
selected. D. Berze informed the gathering that three candidates had been mentioned; D. Vere-Jones.
S.H. Saw and S. Norcdbotten. N.C. Lauro supported the nomination of S. Nordbotten to the Jury. G.
Kulldortf_suggested that the Jury be expanded to five members. D. Trewin recommended that the

Executive Committee consider expanding the Jury to include five members.

MEMBERSHIP ISSUES

(11} C. Heyde chronicled the work that had been done by his Committee. He informed the gathering
that the Committee had requested input from the membership as 1o lhe pros and cons of an open
membership struclure. He indicated that the Committee had received correspondence supporting the
advantages of open membership. In contrast. the disadvantages of open membership were less
anticulated. He explained that the views were in lavour of a two tiered membership structure. He
pointed out thal the financial implications of a modified membership structure were not clearly known.
Prot. Heyde stressed the need to modify the existing structure so that the Sections would (eel more
franchised within the ISI organization" He notified the gathering that the Membership Committee would
prepare an outline paper to be circulated to the E%ecutive Committee inn March. O. Moore asked if an
open membership would result in a re-assessment of ISt dues. C. Heyde responded that the
membership issue woulld relate to every facet of the 1Sl organization. J.C. Lee requested thal attention
be focusett on the present systerm which allows 1SI members to become members of one Section
without paying membership dues. G. Kulldortt suggested thal the Membership Committee further
examine all the issues relating to this complex issue. N. Keiding maintained that there was a very real
threat that the ISl organization would break apart if this issue was not dealt with soon. He advised the
Membership Committee to take the dues structure into considération when examining this matter and
to consider what extent the Permanent Office would serve the potential new associale members. F.
Moslelle[ recommended that the cost implications relating to these potential membership éhanges be
discussed by the Sections. He expressed his reservations that the Membership Committee could
produce a final report by March. N. Keiding suggested that a drait report be prepared by March to eiicit
input and further discussion. V.J. Nair contended that the ISI should ptay a role in trying to get people

from the inclustry sector and developing countries more involved in the IS,
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0. Barndorif-Nielsen suggested that a small group prepare a paper examining the various membership
scenarios and how they might relate to the Sections. M. Sicron agreed that the membership structure
and the dues were very strongly related and should be discussed in relation to each other. C. Heyde
indicated that he would prepare an examination of the dues structure in relation to the membership

structure.

ACTIVITIES REGARDING NEGLECTED AREAS OF STATISTICS

(12) J. Duncan informed the gathering that the term “neglected areas of statistics” was changed to
"emerging areas of statistics”. He maintained that the Executive Committee should make a special point
of ensuring that the emerging new areas of statistics be provided with better representation within the
IS!. D. Cox indicated that he had spoken with O. Guvenen. who felt that the Committee’s function was
to identify emerging areas of statistics and then pass them on to an appropriate support group.

FOLLOW UP ON SUGGESTIONS RECEIVED DURING THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY
(13) D. Moore suggested that a special effort be made to ensure that women were given greater

representation in all ISI Committees,

OTHER BUSINESS
(14) G. Kulidortf pointed out that the Minutes of the May 11-12_ Executive Committee Meeting indicated

that the Executive Committee agreed to provide extraordinary status 1o new members from developing
countries, Eastern Europe and the former Soviet Union and that these new ordinary members can attain
extraordinary status for § years (which can be extended for 3 more years). He commented that other
reports limited extraordinary membership status only to new members who so request. Prof. Kulldorft
explained that, during the meeting'of the Outgoing Council, some Council members felt that an entirely
free membership would be degrading to such members and instead suggested that a nominal fee be
charged. He proposed that ordinary members residing in developing countries, Eastern Europe and the
former Soviet Union, who so request, be given the option of paying 50% of the standard dues for
developing country members (41 Swiss Francs). receiving the I1SI Newsletter and the Annual of Statistics
or, of paying the full dues (82 Swiss Francs) and receiving all the publications that an ordinary member
would normally receive. P. Revesz emphasized that the relationship in salaries between Eastern and
Western Europe was drastically different. He r‘)oimed out that many Hungarian members who's dues
were previously paid by the government were fincling that such benefits have been reduced. He
maintained that Prof. Kulldorff's and Prot. Billard's proposal would not provide a suitable solution as it
would be unreasonable to expect developing country and transition country members to pay even the
amount of the dues that they propose. The Chairman suggested that potential extraordinary members
be considered on an individual basis. He pointed out that J. Duncan had suggested that a fund be set
up, made up of member donations, o assist developing country members with their dues. V.J. Nair

suggested that the IS! offer some of its publications to developing country members at cost.
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The Chairman explained that it was sometimes less expensive 10 provide services free of charge than
at a low cost as the banks often imposed high service charges on financial transactions. The Director
of the Permanent Office emphasized that many developing country members cannot afford to pay
anything. G. Kulldortf informed the gathering that the ISI Bylaws specified that the Executive Committee
may waive the dues of any member on an individual basis. He maintained that the new extraordinary
membership status should not be interpreted as making this available on a collective basis. The Director
indicated that the Executive Committee could grant extraordinary membership on an individual basis but

that it would be inclined to grant it if so requested.

(15) The Chairman thanked all participants for their contributions to the meeting. The meeting was

adjourned.
