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PREFACE

This report presents the results of the 1980 Population and Housing Census of the
Republic of Korea, conducted as of November 1, 1980. Statistical information on the
basic characteristics of the population, households and housing, was collected through
a complete enumeration; further, data on economic activity, fertility and migration,
on the basis of a 15% sample enumeration, Among them, this publication contains the
final results of the complete enumeration on population, households and housing.

The population and housing census provides the most extensive and concrete informa-
tion on tl_1e characteristics of the population and living conditions of all the people.

For earlier use of tentative census data, the Economic Planning Board already released
a preliminary report on the number of persons and housing units and an advance report
based on a 2% sample tabulation in March and December of 1981, respectively.

On this occasion, I would like to express my deepest appreciation to those who
cooperated in the enumeration and to those engaged in the planning, execution, tabula-

tion and publication of the Census.

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Outline of the 1980 Census

1. History

The performance of population census in Korea
dates back to as far as the Sam Han era over two
thousand years ago and subsequently to the Koryo and
Chosen dynasties, In a modern sense, however, census
taking began in 1925, Since then twelve rounds of
population censuses have been- taken almost every five
vears, and four housing censuses starting 1960 have
also been conducted together with the population
censuses.

The early censuses covered only the basic char-
acteristics of the population, such as age, sex and
marital status. From 1960 onwards, however, the
scope a:id content of the censuses have gradually
broadened and diversified to meet the increasingly

growing demand for information on the ever-changing

sociosconomic and cultural characteristics of the
population. '
In this context, sampling theory and the computer
data processing have been utilized since the 1960
census. The introduction of these modern survey
methodology and techniques has enabled us to save
the time and costs for census opé:ation and provide
more detailed and Higher quality statistical information.
In the 1980 Population and Housing Census, questions
on commuting pattern and more detailed items on
education and housing were added in comparison to

the previous censuses. Meanwhile, the items on

economic activity, fertility and internal migration were
surveyed on the basis of 15% sample enumeration.

The following table gives a broad description of
Korean censuses chronologically.

2. Legal Basis

The 1980 Population and Housing Census was taken

in accordance with the Statistics Law, Article 3 and
its Enforcement Decree, Article 5 which provide
the population census and the housing census as



Designated Statistics Nov, 1 and 2 respectively. In
addition, Populatios and Housing Census Enforcement
Regulation, Economic Planning Board Order No.
52, wag established for the execution of the Population
and housing census.

3. Reference Date

The 1980 population and Housing Census was taken
as of 0:00 a.m. November 1, 1980.

4, Area Covered by Census

The census covered the whole area under the
administrative jurisdiction of the Republic of Korea,
excluding the northern part of the territory of Korea.

5. Population and Housing Units Enumerated in
the Census

a. Population

1) The population was counted on the basis of the de
jure concept. In the census-the de jure population
refers to those persons who usually live in an area
at the date of census. Persons who had no usual
residence were enumerated at the place where they
were found at the time of the census.

2) Although the following persons were away from
home at the time of the census they were enumerated
at the usual residence of their family.

a) Civilians who were away from home for business or
travel,

b) Those who were in a police station detention
house (not a penitentiary).

¢) Those who were involved in military reserve
corps or civilian defence exercise.

d) Those who were travelling abroad at the time of
the census (workers and students who were living
abroad at the time of the census were excluded).

¢) Hospital patients and their attendants.

f) Government officials abroad for trip or training
purposes,

g) Crew members in vessels, airplanes and locomo-
tives.

3) Those who could not be difinitely classified in one
of the above categories due to vague reasons for

their absence were enumerated at the usual residence
of their family in cases where the duration of their
absence wasg less than one month,

4) The following persons were enumerated except-
ionally at the following places, but were allocated
to the usual residence of their family.

a) Persons in a penitentiary or a juvenile detention
house

b) Military personnel residing in their camps

c) Those in police forces residing in their camps

d) Korean diplomats and their dependents abroad

5) Excluded are foreign military personnel, military
clvilians and their dependents, foreign diplomatic
corps, their suites and their dependents.

b. Housing

All housing units within the area defined by the
census were canvassed excluding housing units where
foreign diplomats and their dependents were living.
Housing units were classified into detached dwellings,
apartments, town houses and dwelling units in
permanent buildings not intended for human habitation.

6. Survey Items

Two types of questionnaires were used in the census:
a short form including 26 items for the non-sample
households and a long form including these same 26
items and 16 additional items for the 15% sample
households. The 26 complete count and 16 sample

7. Enumeration Districts

The census difined two types of enumeration
district(EDs), namely, General EDs and Special EDs
which were broken down into sub-groups as follows;

The general EDs covered all areas where free access

was permitted.

1) The ordinary EDs were set up to cover the whole
area of the territory excluding islands and to com-
prise, on the average, 75 households in each ED.

2) EDs on islands were set up- with special con-
sideration for the workload of enumerators and
availability of transportation to comprise, on the
average, 75 households in each ED.

3) Each dormitory and‘ social welfare institution
(e.2. ophanage) was designated az a single ED.

b. Special EDs

Special EDs were composed of military camps and
fleets, police camps and stations, prisons, juvenile
detention house and Korean diplomatic and consular
offices in foreign countries. '

8. Enumeration Procedures

In the 1980 census, two kinds of questionnaires
were employed, a long form and a short form. The
long form questionnaire included items on economic
activity, fertility and migration in addition to the items



in short form, The long form was used in 15% of the
sample enumeration districts and the short form was
used in the remaining 85% of the complete enumeration
districts.

During the two days prior to the main enumeration
period which extended from November 1 to 8 each
enumerator canvassed, made a map of his enumeration
district and prepared a list of all households.

In the main enumeration, the enumerator called at
the household again and completed a questionnaire by
interviewing the responsible member of the household.

After completing and examining the questionnaires,
the enumerator was xequeéted to compare them with
completed
questionnpaires, houschold lists and ED maps were then

the household list for consistency. The

submitted to the Dong, Eub and Myeon officies where
they were checked by the census supervisors, and then
forwarded to the National Bureau of Statistics through
each level of the local government.

9. Census Organization

The Census was planned and executed under the
authority of the National Bureau of Statistics of the
Economic Planning Board. With regard to advisory
functions for the 1980 census, two special committee,
namely, the Technical Advisory Committee for Census
and the Census Data User’s Committee were organized
to supplement function of the Statistical Council Which
is the regular statistical advisory body. The Technical
Advisory Committee was composed mainly of

demographers, economists and statisticians from
universities and research institutes. The main function
of the Committee was to review the census plan and
make recommendations on the subject content of the
census. The Census Data User’s Committee included
representatives of government agencies, research
institutes and business associations.

The system of fieldwork for the census taking was
divided into two parts in accordance with the type of
EDs. In general EDs the governors of the provinces
appointed census officials from their staffs and
supervised the census operation under the direct
supervision of the Minister of the Economic Planning
Board.

Fieldwork for the 1980 census in the general EDs

was carriecd out by approximately 63,300 census

enumerators who were temporarily recruited under the
supervision of approximately 17,000 crew leaders who
were appoints as census officials from among the
permanent staff member of each level of the local
administrative hierarchy.

For special EDs, the Census enumeration was carried
by the staff members of each institution under the
direction of the head of the institution.

10. Tabulation and Publication

. Preliminary and Advance Reports
1) Preliminary Count of 1980 Population and Housing
Census
This report, released in March 1981, was based on the
summaty sheets prepared by enumerators and contained
preliminary counts of population, households and
housing units by minor administrative unit (i.e. Dong,
Eub, Myeon).
2) Advance Report of 1980 Population and Housing
Census
To meet the urgent demand for census data, this
report was released in December 1981 based ona 2
percent sample tabulation of the main characteristics on
population size and its structure, internal migration,
fertility, households and housing units,
b. Final reports
1) 1980 Population and Housing Census Report
(Complete enumeration)
a) Report for Whole Country
The report for the whole country contains 9
population tables, 9 household tables and 10
housing tables based on the
enumeration of 'the 1980 Population and

Housing Census,

b) Provincial Report for the Seoul and Busan cities
and each of the nine provinces contains the
corresponding characteristics as shown in the
report for the whole country with more details
of each administrative division.

Final reports on the 15 percent sample enumes-
ation items are published after the complete count
items. These are report{ on economic acitivity (14
tables), on fertility (7 tables) and on internal
migration (18 tables).



Explanation of Terms

1. Population

a. Age

Age is the calculated interval of time between the date
of brith and date of the census, expressed in the com-
pleted solar years as of November 1, 1980 regardless
of one’s age of civil registration.

b. Marital status

Marital status is based on de facto (concensual) unions
for persons 15 years old and over,whether or not the
marriage has been registered, The categories of marital
status are;

1) Married : Person who has
husband) whether or not the spouse
is living in the same household

2) Widowed : Person whose spouse has died and

who has not remarried.

3) Divorced : Person who is divorced and has not

remartied

a spouse (wife or

4) Never married : Person who has never been
marriéd..

¢. School attendance

All persons 6 years old and over are classified
according to the school attendance categories of persons
attending school, graduated from school and never
attended school. Schools mentioned here refer to any
regular educational institutions for systematic education
at any level including elementary, junior and senjor high
schools, colleges and universities and the like approved
by the Minister of Education irrespective of whether
they are public or private. Those who passed the
qualification examination for high school or college
entrance are regarded as graduates from junior or high
school respectively. However, such organizations for
training in particular skills as typing, cooking, dress-
making or drivers school, etc. are not included in
schools.

2. Household

a Household
A household is defined as a person who makes

provision for his own food or other essentials for living,
or a group of two or more persons who make common.
provision for food or other essentials for living. They
are divided into ordinary and institutional households,
1) Ordinary household
Ordinary households are defined as households
which fall into one of the four following categories.
a) Head and his/her family
b) Head, his/her family and persons who have no
bloodrelationship to the head (boarder, house-
maid, inmate, etc.). '
If more than six boarders are in the same house-
hold, the groups of boarders is a separate in-
stitutional household.
¢) Head and 5 persons or less who have no blood-
relationship to the head
d) Personz who live alone (one-person household)
2) Insgtitutional household
An institutional household is defined as a group of
two or more persons Who are accommodated in a
social welfare institution or dormitory for common
cause or benefit and a group of more - than six
boarders who have no bloodrelationship to the
head.
b. Conjugal family nucleus
A conjugal family nucleus consists of the following
combinations:
1) A married couple without children ‘
2) A maryied couple with one or more never-married
children
3) One parent (either father or mother) with one or
more never-married children

¢. Number of generations in a household
Ordinary households are classified on the basis of
relationship as follows:
1) One generation households
a) Married couple only
b) Other types of one generation.
2) Two generation households
a) Married couple with their child (ren)
b) One parent with his (her) child (ren)
¢) Married couple with their parent only



d) Married couple with one parent only
€) Married couple with their child(ren) and bro-
thers or sisters

3) Three generation households
a) Married couple with their child (ren) and parents
b) Married couple with their child (ren) and one
parent
c) Other types of three generations
4) More than three generation households

d. Number of rooms used

This refers to the actual number of rooms used by the
household for living regardless of the total number of
rooms in the housing unit.

e. Source of drinking water

This refers to the actual source of drinking water used
in a household regardless of whether it is located within
the living quarters or not.

f. Cooking fuel

This refers to the cooking fuel most often used in a
household. In cases where a household is using a new
cooking fuel due to conversion of cooking tools, the
new cooking fuel was enumerated regardless of the
duration of use.

g. Heating fuel
This refers to heating fuel mainly used in a household
during the winter season.

3. Housing

a. Living quarters

Living quarters are structurally separate and indepen-
dent places of abode for human habitation; The types
of living quarters are classified as follows:

Detached dwelling
. . Apartment
Housing units Town house
Dwelling unit in building
Living not intended for human
quarters habitation

Living quarters other than housing units

b. Housing units
A housing unit is a separate and independent place of
abode intended for human habitation by one household,

The four basic characteristics of housing units are:

a) Permanent structure

b) One or more rooms and kitchens
c) Independent entrance

d) One unit for selling or ownership

1) A detached dwelling refers to a separate and
independent place of abode intended for human
habitation by one household.

2) An apartment refers to a dwelling unit intended for
human habitation by one household in a four-
storeyed building or more consisting of two or more
separate and independent abodes. Dwelling units in
three-storeyed buildings were counted as apartments,
if residents regard the building as an apartment.

3) Dwelling units in buildings not intended for human
habitation refers to places of abode which meet the
basic chatacteristics of conventional housing units
but are located in buildings mostly used for other
business purposes than habitation.

C. Living quarters other than housing units

Living quarters other than hoﬁsing unit are structually
separate and independent places of abode which do not
meet the basic requirements described above in “b”
that were occupied at the time of the census.

They are further classified as follows:

1) Hotels, inns and other lodging houses.

2) Hospitals, boarding schools, convents, orphanages,
homes for the aged, etc.

3) Camps established for the housing of workers in
mining, agriculture, public works, and other types
of enterprises.

4) Living quarters not otherwise classificable (tents,
boats, makeshift huts, etc.)

A. Room

A room is a space which is enclosed by walls and is
designed for human habitation, such as bedrooms,
dining rooms, living rooms and floors in traditional
Korean house. But kitchens, entrances, verandas,
lobbies, bath rooms, toilet rooms, attics, shops and
offices are not regarded as rooms.



e. Type of occupation
1) Owned .

a) Housing units which are actually owned in the
name of a member of the household regardless
of the legal ownership of the housing unit.

b) Housing units which are owned by a member of
the household but not yet registered, or housing
units which are not yet fully paid for are also
included in this category.

2) Tenement
Housing unit rented for a specified period in ex-
change for a certain amount of money or goods.
3) Monthly rent

Housing unit rented for which payment is made each

month during the rental period

4) Others
a) Rent free housing units which are free of charge
such as an official residence or company housing
quarters for employees.
b) Housing units which are borrowed from relatives
or friends are all included in this category.

f. Construction materials used for outer wall
This refers to materials mainly used for the outer

walls in a housing unit,

1) Wood: Where the pillars are made of wood
Where the outer wall is constructed
of or decorated by fired bricks
(red or brown), earthenware bricks
(red or brown) or stone.

: Where the outer wall is made of
cement bricks or blocks, or is
decorated by tiles.

4) Ferror-concrete : Where the pillars are made of

g. Construction materials used for roof

This refers to materials mainly used in the roof of a
housing unit.
1) Roofing tile : Where the roof is made of cement
or fired tiles

2) Slate Where the roof is made of various

3) Slab(tiled slab) : Where the roof is made of tiled

flat slabs or light slabs,

4) Tinplate : Where the roof is made of tinplates,
galvanized fron, aluminum or metal
sheets.

5) Straw, etc. : Thatched houses are included in this

category

h. Total area of floor space and total area of
housing site.

The total area of floor space refers to the portion of
the housing unit being utilized for human habitation
excluding storage, cowsheds, garrages, ¢tc. Total area
of housing site refers to the outdoor space measured
ingide the fence of the housing unit.

i. Main facilities of housing unit

1) Kitchen facilities
Kitchen refers to the space which is equipped for
preparation of principal meals. Kitchens are divided
into two types: modern type, equipped with cooking
and dishwashing facilities of western style, and
traditional type.
Toilet facilities
Toilet facilities are divided into two categories, flush
toilets and conventional toilets.
A flush toilet is an installation connected to piped-
water into which humans discharge their wastes and
from which the wastes are flushed by water.
3) Heating system

Heating system refers to the facilities installed

within the main housing unit for space heating and
is divided according to the type of fuel and heating
equipment used as follows.

a) Traditional fuel hole system: This refers to
kitchen fire using wood or straw as fuel for
heating the floor of the housing unit carrying heat
from the kitchen fire through stone pipes running
under the floors.

Coal-briguette fue] hole system: This refers to

- the same system as the traditional fuel hole

system but uses coal-briquettes as fuel.

¢) Piped coal-briquette boiler system: This refers to
a boiler installed to heat the housing unit using
coal-briquettes as fuel.



d) Piped oil boiler system: This refers to a boiler
system which uses petroleum as fuel,

¢) Central heating system: This refers to a boiler
system installed for heating more than one
housing unit through pipes connnected to a
common boiley.

f) Others: Others include heating systems which are
not included in the above categories such as
stoves and solar heatings,
