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I. Outline

. Short history
Population census taking in Korea dates back to the Sam Han era (400-1 B.C.).

In the modern sense, however, census taking was introduced in 1925 and since then 12 censuses have

been conducted at an interval of almsot five years.

The scope of the early population censuses was confined to basic demographic items such as
age, sex, marital status and educatioh. Since the 1960 census, additional information on socio-
economic characteristics has been collected in order to méet the heavy demand for census
data.

The introduction of sampling into the censuses since 1960 has reduced the time and costs of
census operation while providing more detailed statistics.

Since 1960, four rounds of housing censuses have been conducted along with the population

census.

. Legal basis

The population census and the housing census are the Designated Statistics No. 1. and No. 2 in
conformity with provisions of the Statistics Law.

The 1980 census was implemented in accordance with the Population and Housing Census

Regulation (Economic Planning Board Order No. 52).

. Reference date of census

The 1980 Population and Housing Census was taken as of 0:00 a.m. November 1, 1980.

. Area covered by census.

The census covered the whole area under the administrative jurisdiction of the Republic of

Korea, excluding the northern part of the territory of Korea.

- Population and housing units enumerated in the census

{Population)

The population was counted on the basis of de jure concept. The de jure population in the census
referred to those persons who usually lived in an area at the date of census. But persons who had
no usual residence were enumerated at the place where they were found at the time of the census.

The following persons were enumerated exceptionally at the usual residence of their family.

a) Civilians who were away from home for peddling or travelling purposes.

b) Those who were in a detention house (not a penitentiary) of a police station.

¢) Those who were in service or military reserve corps.

d) Those who were travelling abroad at the time of the census.
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e) Pat’ients in hospitals and their attendants.

f) Government officials abroad for training purposes.

g) Crew members in vessels, airplanes and locomotives.

Those who could not be classified definitely in one of the above categories due fo vague reasons
for their absence were enumerated at the usual residence of their family in cases where the duration
of absence was less than one month.

The following persons were enumerated exceptionally at the following places, but were distri-
buted to the usual residence of their family.

a) Persons in a penitentiary or a juvenile detention house;

b) Military personnel residing in their camps;

¢} Those in police forces residing in their camps;

d) Korean diplomats abroad;

Excluded are foreign military personnel, military civilians and their dependents, foreign diplo-

matic corps, their suites and their dependents.

{Housing)

All housing units classified into detached dwellings, town houses, apartments, and dwelling
-~units in permanent buildings not intended for human habitation, within the area defined by the
census were canvassed excluding housing units where foreign diplomats and their depents were

living.

7. Enumeration districts
The census defined two types of enumeration districts (EDS), namely, General ED% and
Special ED%, and then General EDS and Special EDs were again classified as follows;
— Ordinary EDs

a. General EDs
The general ED} covered all areas where free access was permitted.
1) The ordinary EDs were set up to cover the whole area of the territory excluding islands and
to comprise, on the average, 75 household in each ED.
2) ED5 in islands were set up with special consideration on the workload of enumerators and
a\_lailability of transportation,

3) Each dormitory and social welfare institution was designated as a single ED.

b. Special ED%
Special EDs were composed of military camps and fleets, police force camps, police stations,

prisons, and Korean diplomatic and consular offices in foreign countries.

8. Census organization

The Census was planned and executed under the authority of the National Bureau of Statistics
of the Economic Planning Board.

With regard to advisory functions for the 1980 census, two special committees, namely, the
Technical Advisory Committee and the Census Data User’s Committee were organized to supplement
function of the Statistical Council, which is a regular statistical advisory body. The Technical
Advisory Committee was composed mainly of demog}aphers, economists and statisticians from
universities and research institutes. The main function of the Committee was to review the census
plan and make recommendations on the subject content of the census. The Census Data User’s
Committee included representatives of government agencies, research institutes and business associa-

tions.
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The system of fieldwork for the census taking was divided into two parts in accordance with
the type of EDs.
- In General EDs the governor of the province appointed census officials from the staff of each
level of the administrative hierachy within their jurisdiction and supervised the execution of the
census operation under the direct supervision of the Minister of the Economic Planning Board.

The fieldwork of the 1980 census in general EDs was carried out by approximately 63,800 census
enumerators who were temporarily recruited under the supervision of approximately 17,000 crew
leaders who were appointed as census officials from among permanent staff of each level of the local
administrative hierarchy. A

To qualify as an enumerator, one had to be between 20 and 50 years old with at least a high
school education, be sincere about the census taking, and be living within the enumeration districts,
if possible.

For the Special EDs, the census enumeration was carried out by the staff of each institution

under the responsibility of the head of institutions.

9. Enumeration procedures

In the 1980 census, two kinds of questionnaires were employed, a long form and a short form.
The long form questionnaire was used in  15% of the sample enumeration districts and the short
form in 85% of the complete enumeration districts.

Each enumerator took charge of either two complete enumeration districts or one sample
enumeration district.

During the two days prior to the main enumeration period which extended from November 1
to 8, each enumerator canvassed his enumeration district, made a map of the engmeration district
and prepared a list of all households.

In the main enumeration, the enumerator called at the household again and completed a
questionnaire, interviewing the responsible member of household.

After completing and examining the questionnaires, the enumerator was requested to compare
them with the household list for consistency.

The completed questionnaires, household lists and ED maps were submitted to the Dong, Eub
and Myeon offices and were checked by the census supervisors, and then forwarded to the

National Bureau of Statistics through each level of the local government.

10. Tabulation and publication
a. Preliminary report
Thisreport released in March 1981 was based on the summary sheets prepared by enumerators

and contained preliminary counts of population, households and housing units by administrative

unit.
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b. Advance report
This report is based on the 2% sample tabulation and is meant to meet the urgent demands
for census data.
¢. Final reports
1) The final report on primary characteristics of the population based on the complete enumera-
tion items will be published in September 1982, and will consist of twelve volumes, a report
for the whole country and a separate report for each of eleven provinces.

2) The final 1eport based on the sample enumeration items will be published in December, 1982.

II. Explanation of terms

1. Population
A. Age
Age is the calculated interval of time between the date of birth and the date of the census, ex-
pressed in the completed solar years as of November 1, 1980 regardless of one’s age of civil

registration.

B. Marital status
Marital status is based on de facto (concensual) unions for persons 15 years old and over, whether
or not the marriage has been registered. The categories of marital status are:
1) Married: Person who has spouse (wife or husband) whether or not spouse is living in the
same household.
2) Widowed: Person whose spouse has died and who has not remarried.
3) Divorced: Person who is divorced and has not remarried.

4) Single: Person who has never been married.

C. School attendance
School attendance covers all persons 5 years old and over and attendance at any regular educa-
tional institution, public or private, for systematic education at any level approved by the
Minister of Education except kindergartens.
Organizations for training in particular skills, such as typing, cooking, and drivers schools etc.
are not considered.

Only those who are enrolled in school at the time of the census date are considered students.

D. Place of birth
Place of birth refers to actual birth place regardless of place of register, based on present admini-

strative districts in case there is any adjustment of administrative districts,
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E. Residence 5 years ago
This refers to the usual residence of the person as of November 1. 1975. In case of persons in

army service 5 years ago, residence 5 years ago is considered to be the person’s home place.

F. Place of work or schooling
This refers to the place where one regularly goes for work school every morning.

The question was asked for only those 12 years of age and over.

G. Age at first marriage

This refers to actual age at first marriage regardless of civil registration.

H. Own children

This refers to children aged 0-14 who reside with their mothers.

. Household and housing
A. Ordinary household
A household is defined as either a person who makes provision for his own food or other
essentials of living without combining with any other person, or a group of two or more persons
who make common provision for food or other essentials for-living. Categories of ordinary
households are:
1) Head and his/her family
2) Head, his/her family and persons who have no bloodrelationship to the head of household
(boarder, housemaid, inmate, etc.). If more than five boarders are in the same household, the
group of boarders are a separate household.

3) Persons who live alone

B. Institutional household
An institutional household is defined as a group of two or more persons who are accommodated

in an institution for common cause or benefit and who are not members of ordinary households.

C. Housing unit
Housing unit is a separate and independent place of abode intended for habitation by one
household.
The four basic requirements for housing units are:
1) Permanent structure
2) One or more rooms and kitchens
3) Independent entrance

4) One unit for selling or ownership
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. Number of rooms used

This refers to actual number of rooms used for living by a household regardless of total number

of rooms of a housing unit,

. Source of drinking water

This refers to the actual source of drinking water used by households regardless of its location

within the living quarters or not.

. Cooking fuel
This refers to the cooking fuel most often used by a household.

In case a household uses a new cooking fuel due to conversion of cooking tools, the new cooking

fuel was enumerated regardless of the duration of use.

. Heating fuel

This refers to heating fuel mainly used by a household during the winter s~ason.

. Total area of floor space and total area of housing site.

Total area of floor space refers to the portion of the housing unit being utilized for human
inhabitation.

Total area of housing site refers to the outdoor space measured inside the fence of the honsirg
unit. ‘

. Total number of rooms
A room is a space which is enclosed by walls, floor and ceiling and is designed for human habita-
tion, such as bedrooms, living rooms, dining rooms and drawing rooms, etc. Excluded are

kitchenettes corriders toilets, stores and offices.

. Main facilities of Housing unit

1) Kitchen facilities
Kitchen refers to the space which is equipped for preparation of principal meals. Kitchens
are divided into two typ.s; modern type, equipped with cooking and dishwashing facilities
of western style, and conventional type.

2) Toilet facilities
Toilet facilities are divided into two types; a flush toilet and conventional toilet.
A flush toilet is an installation connected to piped-water arranged for humans to discharge
their wastes and from which the wastes are flushed by water.

3) Heating System
Heating system refers to the facilities installed within the main housing unit for space

heating and is divided according to the type of fuel and heating equipment as follows.
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a) Traditional fuel hole system; This refers to kitchen fire using wood or straw as fuel for
heating floor of housing unit through stone pipes running under the floors that carry heat
from the kitchen fire.

b) Coal-briquette fuel hole system; This refers to the same system as the traditional fuel hole
system but uses coal-briquettes as fuel.

c) Piped coal-briquette boiler system; This refers to a boiler installed to heat the housing
unit using coal-briquettes as fuel.

d) Piped oil boiler system; This refers to the boiler which uses petroleum as fuel.

e) Central heating system; This refers to a boiler system installed for heating more than one
housing unit through pipes connected to one common boiler.

f) Others; Others include heating systems which are not included in the above categories.

ITL Outline of Sample Design

1. Selection of Sample

A. Stratification of ED’s
Census ED’s were stratified into the following two strata.

Stratum 1 : Ordinary ED’s and Island ED’s
Stratum 2 : Dormitory ED’s,Tourist hotel ED’s

Social welfare institution ED’s and Special ED’s
B. Selection of Sample in the first stratum

At the time of census, the ED’s in the first stratum were separately listed for 49 sub-strata,
40 cities and nine non-city sector demarcated by each province, in the order of administrative
district code and ED number. The census enumeration sample ED’s were systematically
selected from the list with different sampling interval by sub-stratum and complete
enumeration was taken using long form. ’

For the advance tabulation purpose, a total of 8,574 ED’s were selected from the censue
enumeration sample ED’s resulting in an self-weighting sampling fraction of 1/12 and the

questionnaire(s) of every 4th household were included in the advance tabulation.

C. Selection of Sample in the second stratum

All the questionnaire in the second stratum were included in the advance tabulation.
