(1) The meeting was called to order at 4:35 p.m. on Wednesday, 5 November 2014, in the
Katsura Room of the Keio Plaza Hotel in Tokyo (the site of the 27" Population Census
Conference).

approved.

(3) Treasurer’s report for 2013

The treasurer’s reports for 2013 were presented by Frank Vitrano in the absence of

Treasurer Andrew Mason and approved.

(4) Report on Secretariat’s activities

ThereportonSecretariat’sactivitieswaspresentedbyMr. Tai-HunKim.ANCSDAAP,PopulationCensus
Conference,AsiaPacificPopulationInstitute(APPI)anditsactivitieswereintroducedthroughaPowerPoin
tpresentation.

(5) Venue and timing of the next population census conference

The venue of the next population census conference will be the Minnesota Population
Center in Minneapolis, Minnesota, United States.

Frank Vitrano was informed through the Secretariat that the MPC (Minnesota Population
Center) was interested in hosting the next conference and suggested co-hosting the meeting
with the U.S. Bureau of the Census if it will be possible. Therefore, Frank Vitrano invited
to attend this meeting to Robert McCaa and Patricia Kelly from MPC. Although it is
assumed that the host of conference should be National Statistics Office or East-West
Center, as happened in the past, Robert McCaa introduced the MPC to the members of
BOD and said that it will be fortunate great opportunity and they did a great job in the
previous meetings starting from the Beijing meeting in 2000. They would like to co-host
with the US Census Bureau if there are no NSOs hosting the next conference. The MPC
was selected as the location by the agreement of the Board and the tentative date of the
next conference is in September, 2016.

(6) Theme of the next population census conference

The Board discussed a possible theme for the next conference. Frank Vitrano suggested
possible themes need to include census data analysis, Bongho Choi mentioned that the
Seattle meeting’s main theme was “Innovations in collecting, processing, using, and
disseminating census data”, Rastogi Deepak suggested “Data capture including hand-held
devices”, Marion Chan suggested “Innovation and data collection, data dissemination”, Mr.
Vitrano suggested “Advancement in data collection” or “The future of data collection and
dissemination”.

Finally, a tentative agreement was made that the theme for the next meeting is to include
data collection and dissemination. However, specific wording should be sought through
e-mails among the members of the BOD, Secretariat, and the hosts of the next conference.
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(7) Election of officers (President, Vice President)

Mr. Feng Nailin from China was recommended by the Board. Frank Vitrano said that if by
chance Feng Nalin will not be able to take the position, the position will be open to
another person. Due to Mr. Frank Vitrano’s expected movement to a new position in the
US Census Bureau, it will be difficult for him to represent ANCSDAAP going forward.
The bylaws also require that a new president be named after the current president has
served a full term. The Board decided to contact to Feng Nailin electronically after the meeting.
Therefore, Feng Nailin was tentatively elected President, pending his agreement to serve, since he
could not be present.

Moving to the election of a Vice President, it was decided to delay the decision until

receiving an answer from Feng Nailin.

(8) Appointment of Secretary and Treasurer

The Board approved the continuation of Bongho Choi as ANSDAAP Secretary and Andrew
Mason as ANCSDAAP Treasurer.

(9) Other Business

There were two items to be discussed. One was the length of the term of appointments for
newly appointed members. Appointed members who have not hosted meetings, three terms
after the current meeting can be on the BOD if the country is interested in retaining
membership. It was approved to update the bylaws to reflect the proposal of the appointed
new board members serving for three meetings after the current one.

The other topic was whether we should promote this meeting with some organizations that
sponsor census work. Although it is a very important issue, the BOD decided to deal with

this matter later.

Moving to the proposal for future meeting after the 2016 meeting, the BOD agreed that it
is open to all members and Australia may be one of candidates for the next venue. Ms.
Chan advised that it will be helpful for the hosting country to attend the next conference

in Minnesota to know and see what the details of conference are like.
