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*Korea would like to express our deep appreciation to the Friends of the
Chair Group for their efforts to develop and implement further measures of
progress including the Post—2015 development agenda.

*We also noted highly of the reviews of existing conceptual framework,
domains and dimensions of progress and sustainable development.

— Korea would like to make one suggestion, that is considering the UN High
Level Panel Report which calls for incorporating the framework of ‘Leave
no one behind’ and OECD’s Framework on Measuring Wellbeing which
recommends for measures of inequality in all domains including physical living
conditions such as income, job, and housing as well as quality of life such as
health, balance between work and family life, and education. It would be
integral to include cross—cutting issues of Post—2015 Development agenda,
such as inequality, gender and human rights in the framework for
measurement of progress.

*Moreover, Korea fully agrees with the need for a new monitoring
framework to measure progress. And recognizing that statistics are critical to
effectively monitor measurement of progress, we would like to urge efforts to
strengthen the "Busan Action Plan for Statistics" which was endorsed
in 2011 in Busan, and to establish and monitor the advancement of
official statistical system as a development objective in its own right.
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*Korea would like to express our deep appreciation to the Working Group on
National Accounts and the regional commissions for their hard work related to
the implementation of the 2008 SNA.

— With the translation of the 2008 SNA now available, we look forward to
having countries make fruitful use of these translations in implementing
the 2008 SNA in each country.

*Moreover, we hope that the best practices and research materials on
countries that have already changed over to the 2008 SNA be shared
through appropriate channel to assist those countries experiencing
difficulties in implementing the 2008 SNA.

*As for Republic of Korea, the Bank of Korea is scheduled to make an
official release of the 2008 SNA implementation results on March 26 of
this year.

— And, we plan to disseminate our experiences in changing over to the
2008 SNA through the UNSIAP™ training courses to inform the countries
in the Asia—Pacific region.
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
