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PREFACE

The household production satellite account estimates the economic value of
unpaid household service work, which constitutes an important part of
production activities. It also provides basic data for establishing and
evaluating growth and welfare policies through appropriate recognition and
evaluation of unpaid household service work.

Current economic statistics, such as national accounts and employment
statistics, are useful as tools for measuring macroeconomic performance,
but they are limited in indicating the quality of life and the level of
welfare, both of which are the ultimate goals of our economy. Economists
have noted that excluding unpaid household service work would cause bias
in many areas of economic analysis.

In addition, the United Nations (UN) issued a guideline for the assessment
of unpaid domestic labor in 2017 and recommended creating a satellite
account of household production. Accordingly, we developed the household
production satellite account for unpaid household service work, such as
food preparation and child care, for two years from 2017 to 2018. Finally,
we published the first nationally approved unpaid household production
satellite account statistics in October 2018.

This report contains information on the development of the household
satellite account, the results thereof, and the statistical tabulation in the
national and regional levels for the convenience of users. It also highlights
the structural changes analysis in the value of household service work
from 1999 to 2014.

We sincerely hope that this report will be widely used for national policy
making and research work.

Many thanks to the policy departments, statistical agencies, academia, and
researchers for helping us publish the household production satellite
account as a nationally approved statistic.

The household production satellite account aims to provide basic data for
establishing and evaluating economic growth and welfare policies based on the
proper acknowledgment and valuation of unpaid household service work by
estimating the economic value of unpaid household service work, which is an
important part of production. The statistics were developed over two years from
2017 to 2018 and were first published as approved statistics in October 2018.

The production cycle of the household production satellite account is five years, and
its statistical results are derived from other basic surveys including Time Use
Survey, Labor Conditions Survey by Employment Type, and Household Income and
Expenditure Surveys. This satellite account covers the domestic service work for a
household and its members, community participation, and volunteer activities that are
not covered under the System of National Accounts (SNA). The account consists of
compensation of employees (value of unpaid household service work), consumption of

fixed capital, intermediate consumption, and output.

In response to the growing social value of non—market household service work and
the recommendation of the international organization (UN) for creating the alternative
household production satellite account, the development of household production
satellite account statistics increased. Satellite accounts are sub accounts introduced to
address specific areas of concern that are coherent with the central structure of the
SNA, to which they do not fully integrated into. The household production satellite
account complements income statistics by estimating unpaid household service work

not measured in current income statistics (GDP).

TtASLE 21 dAE(1999~2014)
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The key methods used for the production of the household production satellite

account are summarized below.

First, among all the classifications of activities in the 2014 Time Use Survey
(TUS), those that were identified as unpaid production of household and personal
services (household care, caring for family and household members, traveling
related to household production), community participation, and volunteering works
were selected (59 low—level categories) and included within the scope of unpaid

household service work.

Second, the time put into the unpaid household service work was calculated as the
average of a person’'s daily time of unpaid household service work, which was
measured in the TUS. The target population was drawn from the population

projection (2016 revision) for ages 15 years or older.

Third, we imputed an alternative wage for each of the 59 low—level categories of
unpaid household service work, taking into account the classifications of activities in
the TUS and the range of wage classifications by occupation. The total value of
unpaid household service work was calculated by multiplying total time (unpaid

household service work time X population) to an imputed alternative wage.

Fourth, 33 durable goods related to household production activities, such as
refrigerators and washing machines, were selected as household capital goods. The
consumption expenditure on these durable goods that was identified as household
capital goods formed the fixed capital, from which the estimates of consumption of

fixed capital was calculated.

Fifth, the consumption expenditure on certain consumer goods used in a household as
materials (input) for household production was regarded as intermediate consumption.
As such, 158 items including rice, cabbage and cleaning detergent were identified as

inputs to the production of household services such as food preparation and cleaning.
As a result of the satellite account, household production (value added) in 2014 was

378.0 trillion won, of which the value of unpaid household service work was 360.7

trillion won and the consumption of fixed capital was 17.3 trillion won.

In 2014, the value of unpaid household service work was 88.3 trillion won for
males and 272.5 trillion won for females. In terms of structural change from
1999 to 2014, the proportion of the value for males continued to increase
(20.1% in 1999 — 24.5% in 2014), and that of females continued to decline
(79.9% in 1999 — 75.5% in 2014).

Looking at the structural changes in the value of unpaid household service work
by age group in 1999 through 2014, the contribution to the total value from ages
50 and older has increased steadily since 1999, while that of ages 15 through 39
has mostly decreased. In addition, the structural changes in the value of unpaid
household service work by the number of household members from 2004 to 2014
revealed the contributions from households with up to three members increased
steadily, while the contributions from households with four or more members

continued to decline.

The household production satellite account i1s expected to raise social awareness
of the wvalue of wunpaid household service work, providing basic data for
establishing and assessing economic growth and welfare policies, and
supplementing the quantitative indicators of the GDP. In addition to household
production, the demand for satellite accounts in environment, tourism, pensions
and health are increasing in order to reconsider existing views on the economic
growth and environment, and to reinforce social integration and sustainable

development.

Household Production Satellite Account
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1. Background

Current income statistics (GDP) did not reflect economic valuation of household
and personal services produced and consumed within the household sector. In
response to the growing social value of non—market household service work and the
recommendation of the international organization (UN) for creating the alternative
household production satellite account, we started to develop 1it. Valuing unpaid
household service work complements income statistics (GDP). Such work

includes preparing food in a household, cleaning up and caring for children.

4. Valuing unpaid household service work

(1) The scope of activities within household production

Among all the classifications of activities in the Time Use Survey (TUS), those
accounting for household and personal services (household care, caring, travel)
and voluntary work (community participation and voluntary work) were identified
and included in the boundary of household production. Eating, sleeping, exercising
work, or learning that cannot be

A wage and sub—category was
linked 1:1 whenever their categorical coverages matched. Otherwise, alternative
wages were imputed by either using a wage for an upper level occupational

category, or a combination of wages for multiple occupations.

5. Estimating consumption of fixed capital and intermediate consumption

The consumption expenditure on durable goods that were identified as household
capital goods was regarded as the fixed capital, from which the estimates of
consumption of fixed capital was calculated. 33 durable goods related to household
production activities, such as refrigerators and washing machines, were selected as

household capital goods.

6. Expected effect

Through the proper recognition and evaluation of unpaid household service work,
we will contribute to the establishment and evaluation of economic growth and
welfare policies. By monetizing unpaid household service work, which constitutes
an 1mportant part of production activities, the government intends to expand the

scope of income measurement and to supplement income statistics (GDP).

+In 2014, the estimated value of household care increased by 36.1% compared to
five years ago.

+ The composition of family and household member care value had been decreasing
since 1999.

In the high—level classification, the value of voluntary work and community
participation increased the most by 128.1%, followed by household care (36.1%),
family and household member care (26.8%), and travel for household care and
caring (26.1%), when compared to five years ago.

® Under household care, values for domestic pet and plant care (52.4%),
purchasing goods and services (46.7%), laundry, shoes and clothes care
(45.2%), and food preparation (32.6%) increased.

® Under the caring of family and household members, the estimated value of
child care grew by 30.6% while that of adult care fell 1.0%, which attributed
to the expansion of nuclear families.

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Glossary

<> To ensure the coherence of our explanation, the terms used in our report were
adapted to the definitions of terms used in the UN’s Guide on Valuing Unpaid
Household Service Work and the System of National Accounts 2008.

O Unpaid household service work: The production of services produced by
household members, and consumed either by households themselves or by
other households without a market transaction. There are two main elements
of unpaid household service work — own—use production work of services, and

volunteer work.

O Household: a household is a group of persons who share the same living
accommodation, who pool some, or all, of their income and wealth and who

consume certain types of goods and services collectively, mainly housing and
food. (SNA 2008, 4.4)

O Own—use production work of services: The production of services by
households for their own—use without a monetary transaction. Examples of
own—use production work of services include the caring of adults and children
within the same household, preparation of meals, and cleaning clothes.
Households produce these services via a combination of labour inputs, with
durable and non—durable consumption goods. It covers activities where the
services produced are consumed by household members, or by family members

living in other households.

O Labour input to own—use production work of services: Time spent by

household members on the production of own—use production work of services.

O Volunteer work: Unpaid non—compulsory work. that is, time individuals give
without pay to activities performed either through an organization or directly

for others outside their own household.

O Productive activity: Based on the criterion of the third person (presented by
Margaret Reid), it is considered that an activity is productive if it can be
delegated to someone else, and if it can provide a good or service that can be

exchanged.

Household Production Satellite Account
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O Value added: value added represents the contribution of labour and capital to

the production process and the value of output less the value of intermediate
consumption. (SNA 2008, 6.71, 6.74)

O Compensation of employees: compensation of employees is defined as the total
remuneration, in cash or in kind, payable by an enterprise to an employee in

return for work done during the accounting period. (SNA 2008, 7.5)

O Consumption of fixed capital: consumption of fixed capital is the decline, during
the course of the accounting period, in the current value of the stock of fixed
assets owned and used by a producer as a result of physical deterioration,

normal obsolescence or normal accidental damage. (SNA 2008, 10.25)

O Intermediate consumption: Intermediate consumption consists of the value of the
goods and services consumed as inputs by a process of production, excluding

fixed assets whose consumption is recorded as consumption of fixed capital.
(SNA 2008, 6.213)

O Non—market output: Non—market output consists of goods and individual or
collective services produced by non—profit institutions serving households
(NPISHs) or government that are supplied free, or at prices that are not

economically significant, to other institutional units or the community as a
whole. (SNA 2008, 6.128)

O Market output: Market output consists of output intended for sale at

economically significant prices. (SNA 2008, 6.99)

O Household final consumption expenditure: Household final consumption
expenditure consists of the expenditure, including expenditure whose value
must be estimated indirectly, incurred by resident households on individual
consumption goods and services, including those sold at prices that are not
economically significant and including consumption goods and services acquired
abroad. (SNA 2008, 9.113)

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O Market prices: Amounts of money that willing buyers pay to acquire
something from willing sellers.
— Exchanges are made between independent parties and on the basis of
commercial considerations only, sometimes called “at arm’s length.” Thus,
according to this strict definition, a market price refers only to the price for

one specific exchange under the stated conditions. (SNA 2008, 3.119)

O Opportunity cost: For purpose of the satellite account, it refers to the cost of the
activity that is being forgone when households engage in own—use production
work of services. In this case, it is the monetary value that people refuse to
earn for a paid work in order to spend the same amount of time on the

own—use production work of domestic and care services.

O Production measure of GDP: The production measure of gross domestic product
(GDP) is derived as the value of output less intermediate consumption plus any

taxes less subsidies on products not already included in the value of output.
(SNA 2008, 16.47)

O Production boundary: The production boundary of the SNA includes the
following activities. (SNA 2008, 6.27)

@D The production of all goods or services that are supplied to units other
than their producers, or intended to be so supplied, including the production
of goods or services used up in the process of producing such goods or

services.

@ The own—account production of all goods that are retains by their

producers for their own final consumption or gross capital formation.

@ The own—account production of knowledge—capturing products that are
retained by their producers for their own final consumption or gross capital
formation but excluding (by convention) such products produced by

household for their own use.
@ The own—account production of housing services by owner occupiers.

® The production of domestic and personal services by employing paid

domestic staff.
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
